PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING ON LANDSLIDE MITIGATION AND PREPARATION OF
DETAILED PROJECT REPORT (DPR) HELD ON 20t JULY 2020 AT 3.30 PM UNDER THE
CHAIRMANSHIP OF SH. ONKAR CHAND SHARMA, PRINCIPAL SECRETARY (REVENUE)
TO THE GOVERNMENT _OF HIMACHAL _ PRADESH _ THROUGH VIDEO
CONFERENCE/PHYSICAL MODE.

At the outset, Sh. D.C. Rana, Director-cum-Special Secretary (Rev-DM) to the
Government of Himachal Pradesh welcomed Principal Secretary (Revenue), Director GSI,
Representative of HPPWD and Industries Department (Geological Wing), Dr. D.P.
Kanungo, CSIR-CBRI Roorkee, Faculty from IIT Mandi and other participants, and briefly
explained about the background of the NDMA’s Centrally Sponsored Umbrella Pilot
Scheme to Demonstrate benefits of Landslide Mitigation and DPR preparation.

2. Thereafter the agenda items of the meeting were taken up for discussion. It was
informed that under this scheme NDMA has sought Detailed Project Report (DPR) for
landslide mitigation from the State. For this purpose, NDMA had provided a copy of
template for preparation of Detailed Project Report (DPR) which was shared with the
Chair.

3. It was informed that the matter is pending since 2015. 21 no. of landslides were
identified (List is at Annexure B) and DPRs of two landslides were shared with NDMA but
the same were not approved as the DPRs were not as per Template prescribed by the
NDMA. Thereafter since 2018 a lot of trainings have been conducted by NDMA in
association with IIT Mandi and CBRI Roorkee to train engineers, Mining Officers and
Geologists of State Government so that they can prepare DPRs as per the NDMA
Template. (List of trained personnel is at Annexure C). But, despite all these trainings &
follow up no DPRs could be prepared.

4. The meeting was also informed that under the SDRMF now mitigation fund has also
been created under which more landslide mitigation activities will be taken up. Besides,
under this fund, the State will get Rs. 50.00 Crore more for landslide and seismic risk
mitigation.

5. It was shared with the Chair and other participants as per previous meeting held
on 5t December 2018 a Core Group was formed consisting of the following members:

a. The Engineer-in-Chief, HP PWD (Identification of sites and getting DPRs prepared)
b. The Director, Geological Survey of India, Chandigarh (Geological Investigation)
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
